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1 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: For now I will leave 

2 this working number. 

3 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. The Chair would be 

4 very supportive of putting some extra monies in this 

5 district also. 

6 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chairman, I will be 

7 reserving my comments for the next round. 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. Kihei-Makena 

9 Road Improvements. Urn, Chair had added, Members, one 

10 million dollars for the Pi'ilani Project and I see 

11 Ms. Tavares and I think alike so the net appropriation 

12 request is $1.4 million. Any comments? 

13 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. 

15 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: I'm sorry, Mr. Chair. 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, sir. Page 17. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: I'm sorry I didn't catch 

18 item 887, so no problem. That's the 100,000 prior. 

19 CHAIR HOKAMA: 300,000 and the one million. 

20 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Yeah. Thank you. 

21 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. $1.4 dollars. Thank you 

22 we'll move on to West Maui. We have a figure of 

23 $700,000. Working number. Any objections? 

24 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objections. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Molokai Road 
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1 Improvements, working number $200,000. 

2 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

3 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. I guess we're not 

4 doing any roads on Lanai this year. 

5 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: All brand new roads already. 

6 CHAIR HOKAMA: Well, we do have roads not a lot 

7 of but we do have roads. Members, I appreciate it we 

8 want the Police Station, please. Okay. 

9 Members, Highway Fund Countywide Improvements. 

10 Let's see the Chair had added an one million dollars 

11 that I had deleted from the Office of the Mayor and so 

12 again I'm hoping Ms. Tavares thinks like me. We have 

13 a net of $3,025,000. 

14 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

15 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: Bikeway Fund Countywide $300,000. 

17 COUNCILMEMBERS: No objections. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Bond Fund, Members. 

19 Okay. This is now we are borrowing money Makawao, 

20 Pukalani, Kula. Ms. Tavares, $100,000. 

21 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Yeah. I put that in for 

22 tennis courts in Makawao, I mean in Kula. Next to the 

23 existing courts that are very heavily used and urn, 

24 they are lighted and do get a lot of use. If it's more 

25 appropriate to be cash, I don't care where it is if 
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1 the Members would support it as a facility for Kula. 

2 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Ms. Tavares, at this time 

3 the Chair would prefer cash. 

4 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Okay fine. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: I would rather have this in cash 

6 at this time, Members and I would hope that may be 

7 part of the language would be a allowing it to be a 

8 competition whatever tournament level or something 

9 yeah. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: So, Mr. Chair. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: I would recommend moving this to 

12 cash. 

13 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: So this would be moved to 

14 what? 

15 CHAIR HOKAMA: From bond to I guess General Fund 

16 Makawao-Pukalani-Kula, 100,000 for the Tennis Courts. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Thank you. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. We're going to move this 

19 to cash. 

20 

21 

22 

23 

COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: What line? 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Line 22. 

COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Staff will move it. 

COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: You'll let us know where 

24 you're going to move it then? 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes. Okay. Next Bond Fund. Road 
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1 Improvements 400,000 Lower Main Street Improvement 

2 Phase II 400,000. 

3 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: No objection. 

4 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objection. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Parks and Recreation 

6 I have -- let's see four deducts of 1.75 million. 

7 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Deduct 1.75 

9 million. Mr. Molina. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Yeah. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: The Maintenance Building. 

12 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: I was looking for cuts 

13 again. I support the structure and I just it's a 

14 matter of when do we fund this. Is this something 

15 critical I know Floyd was here the other day, but 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: The Chair would ask if you would 

17 please reconsider I think, you know, we need to get 

18 out of those temporary tents. 

19 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Okay. I just thought I 

20 would bring it up for discussion. I withdraw my 

21 proposal. 

22 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. 

23 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Thank you. 

24 CHAIR HOKAMA: We appreciate it. Thank you. 

25 The Chair appreciates your comments --
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1 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: There's one coming up. 

2 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Working number $250,000. 

3 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Sanitation 

5 $2.885 million questions comments? If not working 

6 number. Consensus? 

7 COUNCIL MEMBERS: Yes, no objections. 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Moving on down 

9 the road, Government Facilities. Members, 

10 Ms. Tavares, a big deduct. 

11 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Yeah, Mr. Chairman, the 

12 deduct is based on having the Wailea Fire Station in 

13 the design phase. I can see it being appropriated 

14 covered in bond, but I really doubt they would be able 

15 to start construction within the next fiscal year 

16 2002. So that's my reason for the deduct. But I left 

17 the 300,000 in for design. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Uh-huh. Would you consider so we 

19 can as a working number doing it like we did the West 

20 Maui Center? 

21 

22 

COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Oh, yes. 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Keep it in the Budget Ordinance 

23 and leaving it out of the Bond Ordinance. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: And Mr. Chair, if it's 

25 more appropriate or if you'd like if we have room if 
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1 you want to move the design money to the cash urn, I 

2 don't have a preference to where it is located in bond 

3 or cash. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. The Chair says 300,000 

5 cash eight million left in the Budget Ordinance and 

6 omitted from the Bond Ordinance. 

7 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: No objection. 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Members, understood? 

9 Mr. Nishiki. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: Yeah. Michele, hurry up 

11 and talk to Jay. 

12 MS. YOSHIMURA: Mr. Chair, I got -- I got a urn, 

13 a timeline from him, but because of the way it's 

14 formatted I wanted to get a cleaner copy and urn, we 

15 had to basically tape ours together. So I was going 

16 to wait urn, to tomorrow until we see Jay. But I could 

17 briefly go over the items that he does have here and 

18 this is I am assuming he got this today from the 

19 consultants. 

20 CHAIR HOKAMA: One second. Budget Director. Is 

21 that can we copy that? I was going to say reproduce 

22 it. 

23 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Why don't you let her 

24· bring a second round complete. 

25 COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: I don't mind going 
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1 second round. 

2 MS. YOSHIMURA: I was going to bring a cleaner 

3 copy on Monday. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. That's fine. So 

5 Mr. Nishiki, for your project in your district 300,000 

6 cash, design and eight million left in the Budget 

7 Ordinance. 

8 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

9 COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: No objections. 

10 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. Moving forward 

11 Road Improvement North South Collector Road and South 

12 Kihei Road Improvements, one million dollars. 

13 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Sewer. 

15 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objection. 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: South Maui Kihei, 800,000. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objection. 

18 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

19 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Lahaina Road 

20 Relief, Road Improvements Bond Fund 1.4 million. 

21 

22 

COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. 

No objection. 

So ordered. Napili Park 

23 Phase II and walkway, Ms. Tavares. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: This is where I 

25 mentioned earlier that I had put this in bond um, for 
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1 the second half Phase II of Napili Park I think we 

2 addressed it by leaving 385,000 in cash. So I will 

3 withdraw this. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Members, let's see 

5 bond-- on the Parks and Recs, Ms. Tavares, if you mind 
6 us deleting 978, we kept the cash with a proviso 

7 regarding the release of the funds. Okay. Delete. 

8 Okay. Road Improvements $800,000. 

9 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: No objection. 

10 CHAIR HOKAMA: Hold on. Hold on. I need to 

11 move on up the road. Oh, we have one, two, we have 

12 four request from Mr. Kawano. I guess everyone 

13 understands Alanui Ka'imi'ike Street extension. 

14 Moomomi Avenue Resurface 2.3 miles, 85,000. Questions, 
15 Members, on that project? 

16 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Mr. Chairman, on the 

17 first road Alanui Street Extension. This is the one 
18 that I think we have been receiving some communication 
19 and I would like to attach a proviso as following 

20 community consensus on this roadway from ranch camp to 
21 the highway. I think we have conflicting urn, views as 
22 to where this road should go and I hate for us to go 
23 ahead without consulting with the community. 

24 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. Mr. Kawano. 
25 COUNCILMEMBER KAWANO: No problem. 
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1 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. We will add a 

2 proviso that the public works would need to go and get 

3 a meeting on the island or the Public works 

4 representative on the island for the community 

5 meeting. Okay. Thank you. Huaau and Palua Place 1.8 

6 miles in the Molokai Ag Park and 60,000. Like Like 

7 Road.9 miles at Kal amaul a , 50,000. Keena Place.5 

8 miles between the Hoolehua Rec center and fire station 

9 20,000, Members, the Chair would ask you to consider 

10 leaving this in for working numbers and the total 

11 would be then let's see. 

12 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Mr. Chair. 

13 CHAIR HOKAMA: 10150. Yes, ma'am. 

14 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Mr. Chairman, could I 

15 ask Mr. Kawano does he mean for those to be addictions 

16 or to use this fund for those roads? 

17 CHAIR HOKAMA: Mr. Kawano. 

18 COUNCILMEMBER KAWANO: Use the funds for the 

19 roads. 

20 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. 

21 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: So proviso, these are 

22 provisos. 

23 CHAIR HOKAMA: These are provisos and we'll 

24 still have a net appropriation of 800,000, staff. 

25 Okay. 
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1 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objection. 

2 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Okay. Bond fund 

3 Lanai. Okay. Members, I would ask something similar 

4 that I'm going ask for the West Maui Resource Center 

5 that we keep the Lanai multi purpose community center 

6 kept alive in the budget document and left out of the 

7 bond ordinance. 

8 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you I would ask for 

10 your support for a 3.6 million for the Lanai Police 

11 Station Project. 

12 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: No objection. 

13 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Let's move 

15 along. 

16 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: So the working number is 

17 36? 

18 

19 

20 

CHAIR HOKAMA: That's correct. 

COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Or is it five six? 

COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Five six. 

21 CHAIR HOKAMA: Five six, Members. Okay. Thank 

22 you and I and I will definitely work on this project 

23 personally. Okay. Members, Bond Fund Countywide 

24 Sewer. EPA Consent Decree, half a million. 

25 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 
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1 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Other Projects, Land 

2 acquisition, one million from Ms. Johnson and 

3 Ms. Tavares. The Chair at this time we can do it 

4 either way Members what is your preference we can 

5 leave it as part of the bond side or the Chair again 

6 his intention was to use the cash when Mr. Lo 

7 certifies the PSE award to us, what is the pleasure of 

8 the Committee at this time? 

9 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Whatever, I am going to 

10 go with the Chair's recommendation. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: I would prefer Members to use 

12 cash on that one. So I would ask to zero out this 

13 bond. Okay. So ordered. Okay. Moving on down 

14 Government Facilities under Lapse Bond Proceeds from 

15 Makawao-Pukalani-Kula. 

16 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Mr. Chair. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chairman. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Oh, I'm sorry. I'm sorry, 

19 Members. I know it was just a test. Members, Molokai 

20 General Hospital. At this time, the Chair will 

21 recommend for working number $250,OOO? 

22 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

23 CHAIR HOKAMA: Mr. Kawano. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER KAWANO: No objection. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Ms. Johnson. 
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1 COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSON: Just remember we have 

2 the other section too where I also listed it so it's 

3 listed in two places now. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: I would prefer it to be under 

5 this Bond Section. 

6 COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSON: Under the bond. So what 

7 part then would amend in the section that I had to 

8 referred to, so we would take out the other line then? 

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, ma'am. And we leave it in 

10 this section. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay 250,000 working number for 

12 Molokai General Hospital CIP? 

13 MR. MOTO: Mr. Chairman. 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, Mr. Moto. 

15 MR. MOTO: I have raise at this time an issue 

16 that is associated with GO Bond financing which is 

17 that general obligation bond proceeds used to finance 

18 public improvements and may have to consult with our 

19 bond Council about the use of bond proceeds for an urn, 

20 hospital. My understanding that the is that the 

21 Molokai General Hospital is owned by the Queen's 

22 Health System. 

23 CHAIR HOKAMA: That's correct. 

24 MR. MOTO: A private and I believe it's 

25 for-profit Corporation. Urn, so this is a matter I'm 
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2 whether it would be an appropriate use of bond 

3 proceeds. 

4 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Members, the Chair 

5 recommendation is to zero this out and add 250 

6 thousand General Fund cash. 

7 COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: No objection. 
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8 CHAIR HOKAMA: For Molokai General Hospital CIP. 

9 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

10 CHAIR HOKAMA: and that way we don't need to 

11 worry about the Bond Counsel thinks to keep this 

12 project alive. 

13 COUNCILMEMBER JOHNSON: Just for point of 

14 information too we were able to contact Doctor Aluli 

15 today. So he will be providing information along the 

16 lines of what was requested. So he will be able to 

17 tell a little bit more about this and many of the 

18 improvements are just for compliance to bring the 

19 hospital up to standards. But there's also possibility 

20 some Administrative in it so it may be both. 

21 CHAIR HOKAMA: The Chair is only willing to fund 

22 CIP, Ms. Johnson, not operations. Okay. Yes, 

23 Ms. Tavares. Ms. Budget Director. 

24 MS. YOSHIMURA: Mr. Chair, before we move on, 

25 can we go back to page 18? 
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CHAIR HOKAMA: No. Sure. Sure. 

MS. YOSHIMURA: The road improvements for 
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3 Molokai urn, the $800,000 was for the Alanui Ka'imi'ike 

4 Street project. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: That was part of a Federal Fund 

6 Match? 

7 MS. YOSHIMURA: Yes. And so I don't think we 

8 can proviso the $215,000 under this because of the 

9 matching funds. 

10 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. The Chair recalled the 

11 Federal match. So, Members, we're going to need to 

12 adjust this. That's the number. Bingo. 1015. Yes, 

13 Ms. Tavares. 

14 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Mr. Chair, wouldn't it 

15 be more appropriate to put that in road resurfacing 

16 for Molokai? 

17 CHAIR HOKAMA: You're right. Well, besides 

18 Moomomi everything else is resurface, Mr. Kawano? 

19 COUNCILMEMBER KAWANO: Yeah. 

20 CHAIR HOKAMA: Why don't we just -- thank you, 

21 Ms. Tavares. We'll shift Moomomi Avenue, Huaau and 

22 Palua Place, Like Like Road and Keena Place to 

23 Resurfacing under Molokai at the figures requested by 

24 Mr. Kawano. Any objections? 

25 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 
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CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. 

MS. YOSHIMURA: Mr. Chair. I'm sorry. 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, ma'am. 
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4 MS. YOSHIMURA: The Molokai Road Improvements 

5 road resurfacing is $200,000, the total that 

6 Mr. Kawano has given us is $215,000. 

7 COUNCILMEMBER KAWANO: We're going to add. 

8 MS. YOSHIMURA: We're going to add. Okay. 

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: General fund. Okay. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: So it's going to be 415 

11 total? 

12 CHAIR HOKAMA: That's right. 

13 MS. KOLLER: Mr. Chair, that's Highway Funds? 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: No, general fund. 

15 MS. KOLLER: But road improvements is in the 

16 Highway fund. 

17 CHAIR HOKAMA: Can we use general funds? 

18 MS. YOSHIMURA: If you do a supplemental 

19 transfer. 

20 CHAIR HOKAMA: We don't want to do we just want 

21 to take it out of the highway kitty. 

22 MS. YOSHIMURA: It's that the 

23 CHAIR HOKAMA: We have enough money in the 

24 Highway Fund? 

25 MS. YOSHIMURA: If that would be the case, then 
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1 you would need to take it from the County wide 

2 District road resurfacing which we have one hundred or 

3 one million dollars to reduce there and urn, move the 

4 monies to Molokai District. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay we'll do it that way for 

6 now. Okay. Just so that we can get our working 

7 numbers and again members we will be refining this 

8 document a lot of. 

9 MS. KOLLER: Excuse me Mr. Chair. Urn, on the lartd 

10 acquisition, I just need some clarification on that. 

11 My understanding is you wanted urn, the one million in 

12 cash, but there was some tie-in to the public services 

13 tax? 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: No, just zero it out. The one 

15 million, my intention was to wait until we had the PSC 

16 Funds. 

17 MS. KOLLER: Thank you. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: That would be part of a 

19 supplemental request. Okay. Where are we? Where are 

20 we? I believe we are in Lapsed Bond Proceeds, Members. 

21 Okay. Government Facilities on page 19, line 1016 

22 $1.184 million. Any objections? 

23 COUNCIL MEMBERS: None. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Makawao Base Yard. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Makawao Base Yard. That's 
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1 correct. 

2 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Thank you. Mr. Chair, 

3 perhaps for the viewing audience we should say what 

4 the appropriation was for. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Okay. Members, under 

6 Park Assessment Funds Paia-Haiku. Let's see 

7 Ms. Tavares has requested to delete and move to 

8 General Fund. I think we did this, right? 

9 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Yes, it is just the 

10 other part of it. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes. We we gotta to do the plus 

12 and minus on as an accountant. 

13 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: So this becomes zero? 

14 CHAIR HOKAMA: So this would be become zero 

15 right, staff? Since we did add to general? 

16 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Zero from the Park 

17 Assessment Fund. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Right. Okay the number is zero, 

19 Members. Any objections? 

20 

21 

COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: No. 

CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Okay. Park 

22 Assessment Funds Wailuku-Kahului. 

23 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: This is the same thing, 

24 Mr. Chair, it is moving the 40,000 from Park 

25 Assessment zeroing it out there, and we already added 
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1 earlier. 

2 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Zero. 

3 CHAIR HOKAMA: Working number zero. Any 

4 objections? 

5 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No. 

6 CHAIR HOKAMA: So ordered. Okay. Members, Park 

7 Assessment Fund, West Maui. A let's see, Ms. Tavares. 

8 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: This was also again 

9 changing what was taken out of park assessment and 

10 doing it urn, taking out actually the West Maui 

11 Irrigation System Improvement that I feel shouldn't 

12 belong in this area. It should be in General Fund. 

13 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay and urn. 

14 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Question on this one? 

15 CHAIR HOKAMA: Mr. Arakawa. 

16 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: You have an extra 

17 100,000 that you are adding in? 

18 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No, that's the next 

19 line. 

20 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: On the next line. How 

21 are you going to balance out this area? 

22 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: You're not. 

23 CHAIR HOKAMA: We're not. We're just going to 

24 have 100,000 as a net. 

25 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Okay. 
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1 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Members, are you clear for 

2 at this time? 100,000 is the net under Park 

3 Assessment West Maui. 

4 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: No objection. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. 

6 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: That's for the Lahaina 

7 Recreation Center? 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Lahaina. Thank you very much. 

9 I'm sorry. Okay. Members, Sewer Funds under Lapse 

10 Bond Proceeds for Kihei-Makena. We have a Mr. Molina. 

11 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Yes, thank you, 

12 Mr. Chair. Stop razzing me, you guys. Okay. In my mind 

13 I am trying to conceptualize why a structure would 

14 cost $230,000 just to keep it an ultra violet raise. 

15 May be I can ask Mr. Arakawa our sewer guru on that 

16 our waste water guru to give me some insight. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Well, Mr. Molina you're 

18 not going pass any -- actually, what it is is the 

19 ultra violet system is breaking down so they need to 

20 put a cover over it. It has to be special construction 

21 because it is has to keep the ultra violet light in 

22 and any equipment that has to do with ultra violet is 

23 super expensive. So I'm not going to say it is 

24 reasonable. But it is the unreasonable price we have 

25 to pay for using this type of system. So it's an 
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1 appropriate amount. 

2 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Okay. I'm looking for 

3 ways to trim the fat. 

4 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: There's no fat here. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: We appreciate you tweaking our 

6 brains in, Mr. Molina. 

7 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Okay. 

8 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Members, working number 

9 230,000 for the ultra violet Disinfection and 

10 Maintenance Structure. 

11 COUNCILMEMBER MOLINA: Objection. 

12 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. 230,000. Sewer Funds, West 

13 Maui. This would be for the Lahaina Waste Water 

14 Reclamation Facility Modification Stage I as well as 

15 the West Maui Effluent Reuse Preliminary Engineering 

16 Report. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: No objection. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. That's $125,000. 

19 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objection. 

20 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Members, page 20. 

21 Yeah. Okay. Under Solid Waste Fund Countywide. We 

22 have the for the Drop-box Program. $60,000. 

23 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objections. 

24 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. Members, State 
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1 Revolving Loan Fund Wailuku-Kahului, we have a $10.4 

2 million loan from the State Revolving Fund for Phase 

3 II of the Wailuku- Kahului Waste Water Reclamation 

4 Facility Modification. Mr. Arakawa. 

5 COUNCILMEMBER ARAKAWA: Mr. Chairman, I'm going 

6 to add a proviso in this one and it should read: 

7 "Provided that the generator and blower building 

8 components of the construction shall be placed on the 

9 Makai side of the Kahului Reclamation Facility by the 

10 digestion aeration basin." The reason that I am doing 

11 this, Mr. Chairman, is because by doing this we allow 

12 the entire concrete system that's there in our basins 

13 to protect the new structure against tsunami 

14 inundation and so far from this point away from the 

15 ocean in the plant area. And as the former supervisor 

16 of that the plant, I believe this is the appropriate 

17 place to put it. If we have a tsunami you want it as 

18 far as way as possible. The the aeration and the 

19 electrical system that we're talking about, the blower 

20 and the electrical system is probably the most 

21 sensitive part of the plant and we will have the most 

22 damage from water in this system. So I want to protect 

23 that much as possible having that concrete all in the 

24 way I think is the best. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. Members, the 
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1 Chair would at this point recommend we support 

2 Mr. Arakawa's proviso and 

3 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection.

5 can comment on that language to us in the very near 

6 future. $10.4 million. Okay. So ordered. State 

7 Revolving Fund for West Maui. This is a $3.3 million

4 845, page 15 line number 845. It should read: "Pa'ia 

5 Youth Center $25,000" instead of $100,000, please. 

6 Okay. Members, I would like to urn, a few more 

7 revisions on page nine, uh, nine -- on page 17 line 

8 909. Okay. That figure of one million dollars. I 

9 would like to adjust that to $900,000. Okay. Okay. 

10 Thank you. $900,000. NOw, that $100,000 I would like 

11 like you to now shift that to line number 658 on page 

12 12, under Traffic Signs and Markings Program Highway 

13 Fund. Add that $100,000 regarding Mr. Arakawa's 

14 request for that urn, sign. Okay. So we can add the

YOSHIMURA: Well, you can do one of two 

things. You could either delete it or you could move 

the proviso to urn, line 658 with the Traffic Signs so 

that the $100,000 can only be used for that particular 

item. 

We're going to move the 

2 language of the proviso from line 653 to line 658 and 

3 the figure is $100,000. Okay. Is that clear, Members?

11 recommending 95,608,351. Okay. I will not change the 

12 figure for the circuit breaker. We'll leave at 

13 472,122. 

14 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Can you repeat the number 

15 again? The first one 95,608 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: -- 351. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Thank you. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Then I would ask you to at 

19 this point on line number 11, insert a figure of three 

20 million. Let me just read it. 3,475,034. 

21 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: On line 11? 

22 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes. So that's the deduction if 

23 we use the '99 rates. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: 34--

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: 3,475,034. So your net estimated 
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1 revenue, Members, we'll I'm recommending to you is 

2 91,661,195. $91,661,195 as the figure for Revenue 

3 Estimated Revenue for Real Property Taxes. Okay. Any 

4 objections to the working number?

COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: Mr. Chairman. 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, Mr. Arakawa. 

COUNCILMEMBER NISHIKI: So that reflects the 

9 moving back of the tax rate to the '99 rates. 

10 CHAIR HOKAMA: That's using the 1999 rates, 

11 Members, with the certified figure provided by Mayor 

12 Apana this morning keeping the Circuit Breaker at the 

13 same level and adjusting with the '99 rates and that's 

14 how you get the deduction of the $3,475,034. 

15 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chair. 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, sir. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: For information, a request 

18 was made I believe I made a request asking for the '01 

19 rates and because the certification was made this 

20 morning, I believe there was a distribution of those 

21 numbers to staff is that something that has been made 

22 available to us? 

23 

24 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Tamara? 

MS. KOLLER: What we did this morning, we had 
25 ask for the 1999 rates. The urn, calculations I 
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1 attempted to put it in the spreadsheet that we had but 

2 they work with cents when they do the -- when they do 

3 the tax bills and there's roundings. And so we did 

4 not have those figures to run. I can do a real -- you 

5 know, I can calculate it out roughly, but we will need 

6 to verify it -- verify it with the Real Property Tax 

7 group. 

8 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chair and --

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, sir. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: -- just for point of 

11 reference I would request that that either staff or 

12 urn, Mr. Lo provide that number. Just for something 

13 that we can have as far as documentation. 

14

CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. 

COUNCILMEMBER KANE: In our possession. 

16 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. So ordered. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: And that is at the current

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1 still recommend the revision of not recognizing the 

2 four million, so I'm leaving it at zero.

5 Members, the working number for charges for current 

6 services, I have a working number of 29,303,910.

10 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Transient 

12 Accommodation Tax, Members, the Chair is recommending 

13 for a working number $19,250,000. 

14 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

15 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Members, for License 

16 Permits and Others, working number $13,593,976. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: No objections. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Working number for Fuel and 

19 Franchise Taxes, the Chair is recommending a working 

20 number of $14,490,000. 

21 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

22 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. For Special 

23 Assessments. The Chair is recommending the working 

24 number of $1,819,239. 

25 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 
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1 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Under other 

2 Intergovernmental Revenue, the Chair is recommendation 

3 is $13,700,090 -- 790,000 dollars. 

4 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objections. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Under Interfund 

6 Transfers, the Chair's recommendation for working 

7 number is $30,151,677. 

8 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

9 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: I object. But that's 

10 okay. I will save it for later. Working number. 

11 CHAIR HOKAMA: Thank you. Members, under Bond 

12 Lapse Bond, the Chair is recommending for a working 

13 number of $21,119,000. 

14 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

15 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Thank you. Under the 

16 Carryover Savings from General Fund and the carryover 

17 Savings in the Special Funds, Waste Water, Highways 

18 Solid Waste, Golf and Liquor and Bikeway, the Chair is 

19 recommending a figure of $25,681,362. 

20 COUNCIL MEMBERS: No objection. 

21 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Total estimated revenues 

22 $260,860,359. 260,860,359 is the total estimated 

23 revenue. As our working revenue total. 

24 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chair. 

25 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, Mr. Kane. 
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1 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Just for a note the Fuel 

2 and Franchise Tax working number 14,490 for me I need 

3 to engage in some discussion on that just to 

4 understand again your justification for that number. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Mr. Kane under that one. 

6 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Number 30, yeah. 

7 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, number 30 yes. The Mayor's 

8 proposal was $12,490,000 and you would like at our 

9 budget proposal, you will see a that in that fund 

10 there is a surplus of over two million dollars and so 

11 the Chair's recommendation is two take two million of 

12 that figure, place it back into the addition of the 

13 Fuel and Franchise Tax Revenue Portion and to expand 

14 that portion because I feel that I can help support 

15 our efforts in the maintenance of our Road Program. 

16 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chair. 

17 

18 

CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, sir. 

COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Reference point for that 

19 two million figure that you have in the -- in the 

20 budget proposals 2-12 was it? I'm sorry two or --

21 CHAIR HOKAMA: Hold on, Mr. Kane. 

22 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Thank you. Richelle, you 

23 have that number? 

24 CHAIR HOKAMA: 2-12. Perfect. Bingo! 

25 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Thank you. 2-12. That's 
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2 MS. KAWASAKI: Mr. Chair. 

3 CHAIR HOKAMA: A yes, ma'am. 
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4 MS. KAWASAKI: Before you commence, I just wanted 

5 to point out when you are looking at these revenues, 

6 there will be significant changes. In the spreadsheet 

7 that you're working in everything is lumped together 

8 the bond, and the cash as far as CIP goes. 

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes. 

10 MS. KAWASAKI: And you folks have done a lot of 

11 revisions in the CIP area and those all need be to 

12 recalculated so your figures up above for revenue will 

13 be very different and there needs to be adjustments in 

14 different revenue categories as well as CIP for the 

15 bond debt service things like fringe so keep that in 

16 mind. The figures that were read out are the ones 

17 that are on the spreadsheet that the Committee Chair 

18 has, however, those figures will significantly change. 

19 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Except for the property 

20 real property? 

21 MS. KAWASAKI: The real property tax if you folks 

22 keep it the way it is, that will stay the same. But 

23 if you will use if you're asking for the current 

24 rates without any tax reduction, then the figures will 

25 dramatically change. 
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1 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Yeah and as far as the 

2 request I made, Chair, sure that again is for 

3 reference. It's not to recommend this as working 

4 point. It just something to have. 

5 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes. 

6 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Thank you. 
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7 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. Members, are you clear 

8 that again the numbers will be changing after the 

9 staff has had to the time to input and recalculate. 

10 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Yes, Mr. Chairman. 

11 Regarding this Fuel and Franchise Taxes, my staff ran 

12 the numbers from the third quarter report and that the 

13 third quarter report usually would expect around 75% 

14 achieving your goal urn, that category is at 84% of 

15 expected revenues, so they're ahead by that much at 

16 the third quarter. 

17 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Mr. Chair. 

18 CHAIR HOKAMA: Yes, Mr. Kane. 

19 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Just to get clarification. 

20 Are you saying that every quarter, there is an 

21 anticipation of 25 so it is even 25% is the normal 

22 anticipation per quarter? 

23 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: I think Fuel and 

24 Franchise Taxes is it comes in pretty regularly. 

25 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Is it? 
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1 COUNCILMEMBER TAVARES: Not like six months, six 

2 months. I think it's by quarters. We can check on 

3 that. 

4 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: Yeah if we can, Mr. Chair, 

5 please. 

6 CHAIR HOKAMA: Sure we can do that. 

7 COUNCILMEMBER KANE: I mean it sounds logical 

8 but in a perfect world so I just want to verify that. 

9 CHAIR HOKAMA: Okay. We can follow-up on that 

10 request, Mr. Kane. Thank you anyone else? If not the 

11 Chair thanks the Committee for its hard work and we'll 

12 get the working numbers crunched, and the good news, 

13 Members, you don't get back to Committee until Monday 

14 morning. So tomorrow is Council Meeting and the Chair 

15 thanks you for your dedication and we will adjourned 

16 this meeting. Good night ... (gavel) ...
