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In consideration of the above determination, a Historic District administrative

approval (HDA 2016/0002) is hereby granted subject to the following conditions:

That as represented, the proposed action will be constructed in accordance with
the plans titled, “Plans for Wo Hing Post Repair,” received on January 29, 2016.

That all repairs shall be in-kind such that any replacements shall match the
original in size and material. In addition, as much of the gingerbread bracketing
as possible shall be repaired and retained.

That Best Management Practices (BMPs) be used in the implementation of the
work.

That improvements shall be initiated by August 31, 2016, and shall be
completed within one (1) year of said initiation.

That full compliance with all other applicable governmental requirements shall be
rendered.

SPECIAL MANAGEMENT AREA ASSESSMENT

In accordance with the SMA Rules for the Maui Planning Commission (Commission),

Sections 12-202-12 and 12-202-14, a determination has been made relative to the
above-mentioned project that:

1.

The project has no significant adverse environmental or ecological effects, taking
into account potential cumulative effects;

The project is consistent with the objectives, policies, and SMA guidelines set
forth in the Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS), Chapter 205A-22, and is consistent
with the County General Plan and Zoning;

COUNTY HISTORIC DISTRICTS

§12-531-16 Assumption of authority. Upon
dissolution of the Maui historic commission, the
commission shall administer the provisions of the
historic districts established in title 19 of the Maui
County Code. The commission shall advise the mayor, the
council and the County planning commissions on the
establishment of historic districts and regulations
thereof. [Eff 2/14/92] (Auth: HRS §91-2) (Imp: HRS
§§6E-14, 6E-15)

§12-531-17 Adoption of standards and guidelines.
The commission hereby adopts all guidelines adopted by
the historic commission for the administration of
historic district nos. 1, 2, and 3. [Eff 2/14/92]
(Auth: HRS §§6E-15, 91-2) (Imp: HRS §6E-14)

§12-531-18 Application. Applications shall be
available at the department of planning, 250 South High
Street, Wailuku, Maui. Applicants shall provide:

(1) Evidence that the applicant is the owner or
lessee of record of the real property, or a
notarized letter of authorization from the
legal owner.

(2) Four sets of architectural plans, drawn to
scale, to include but not be limited to site
plans, floor plans, sections and elevations
showing building articulation. Said plans
shall identify the building materials, color
scheme, exterior lighting, signage, graphics,
and exposed mechanical equipment.

(3) Photographs of the project site. [Eff
2/14/92] (Auth: HRS §91-2) (Imp: HRS §6E-
15)

§12-531-19 Delegation of authority. (a) The

planning director shall assume the authority of the
commission in approving interior or exterior alterations
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the value of which cost less than twenty-five percent of
the current assessed value of any building or structure,
provided that:

(1) A report of all such administrative approvals
shall be made to the commission each month;

(2) All requests involving properties listed on
the Hawaii or national register shall be heard
by the commission;

(3) The planning director may refer any
application to the commission which could
otherwise be entertained administratively if
the director determines the alteration to be a
significant change to the building or
structure, and

(4) Any administrative decisions may be appealed
to the commission, which shall hear the matter
as 1if it were submitted directly to the
commission.

(b) The director shall evaluate and approve
alterations based upon the standards and guidelines
adopted by the commission. [EEf 2/14/92] (Auth: HRS
§91-2) (Imp: HRS §6E-15)

§12-531-20 Review process; contested case
proceedings. (a) All applications certified as complete
and that have not been administratively acted upon shall
be scheduled for hearing before the commission within
forty-five days of the date of receipt unless more time
is deemed necessary the by department for agency or
public review.

(b) Each applicant shall be informed, prior to the
hearing, of the right of certain interested parties to
intervene in the hearing pursuant to the zrules of
practice and procedure of the commission. Each applicant
shall also be informed of its right to request a formal
contested case hearing pursuant to the rules of practice
and procedure of the commission.

(c) Contested cases and post-hearing procedures,
including exceptions to recommended decisions, shall be
governed by the rules of practice and procedure of the
commission.
